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CONNECTION LOG

The Connection Log provides a simple way to view TCP connections for the mainframe TCP
stack. You may want to see who is using the TCP network. A user may be having problems
connecting to an application. You may also have problems with connection failures - or all SSL
connections may be failing. Connection Log shows you all TCP activity as it happens.

Why Connection Log?

Use Connection Log to:

2 Warn you of failing connections

Alert you to connections which are
transmitting excessive data

2 Warn you of response time problems
